A proposal to change the format for the ACCP Member of the Year award

The ACCP Member of the Year Award has been awarded to members who have received a significant award from within the University or externally. The main challenge is the ACCP Board does not always have the complete information on which to base a selection of members deserving of this award. Some members are shy about telling the Board that they received a significant award in the year. In addition, compared to major awards they received, the ACCP Member of the Year award may appear to be trivial. 
The Board would like to suggest that we make the Member of the Year award more meaningful to our organization. We propose to establish the Member of Year award based on a member’s service to the association and the community at large. This new format would become effective once the membership approves the proposal. 
Associate of Chinese Canadian Professors 
Terms of Reference for ACCP Member of the Year Award
Objective: The Member of the Year award recognizes exemplary performance of an ACCP member who serves the association and the community at large through leadership and being a role model in his or her regular appointment and beyond. 
Who is eligible: Current members are eligible. Members serving on the Board are not eligible.
Number of awards: Normally, one award will be given in each year. A member will receive the award once.

Nomination: Any two current ACCP members can nominate another member using the one-page nomination form. Normally, individuals are nominated. A team of individuals may also be eligible for nomination, if the nomination is based on a specific project/service a team of members is involved. The “team” clause is included not to create opportunities for multiple unrelated members to be awarded in any single year, unless members in a team are closely related by the exemplary leadership the nomination is based on. All nominations must be received by the President of ACCP by January 15 of each year. Nominators should refer to the vision and mission statements of the ACCP when they prepare their nominations:

The vision of ACCP is to be recognized as an indispensible affiliation by the membership and as a locally and nationally recognized organization that promotes scientific, technological and cultural exchange and collaboration between Canada and China.

The mission of the Association of Chinese Canadian Professors (ACCP) is to provide an avenue for ACCP members to interact, to collaborate and grow together, to advance the interest of members within university communities, and to promote the cultural, scientific and technological exchange between the University of Alberta (and Canada), the members of the Association in particular, and China.

Adjudication: The ACCP Board will select a winner from among the nominations.

The Award: The award is a plaque or a certificate and is presented at the annual general meeting.
